Primary Department
The Primary department has approximately 335 pupils from Primary 1 to Primary 7.
The department is designed in a semi open plan style, with additional facilities for PE, Music, Drama, Art and ICT.  There is also shared accommodation with the secondary department.
Curriculum for Excellence
The Primary department are making good progress in taking forward the new experiences and outcomes within a Curriculum for Excellence, ensuring that all our pupils have the opportunity to develop their skills and abilities within a broad, general education.  We are continuing to ensure that there is a sound foundation in the core skills of literacy and numeracy, whilst offering opportunities for cross-curricular learning to build in depth and understanding.
Learning through play begins in the early years, and this approach is mirrored throughout the school through active approaches to learning.  The department is well resourced to support this.

We use a variety of methods for assessing children’s learning, including National Assessments and standard tests at various stages across the school.  Assessments are used to confirm teacher judgement about individual or groups of pupils.
