The new school session got off on a positive note with a good set of results from our Standard Grade pupils with those achieving 5 at Level 5 at an all-time high and far exceeding the Perth and Kinross and national comparisons. The step up from Standard Grades to Intermediate 2s and Highers still catches some of our pupils out, but we were delighted to celebrate the success of four of our S5 pupils, namely James Thouless, Sarah Langlands, Alice Radley and Tom Young, who all achieved 5 As at Higher.
The school welcomed five probationer teachers for this session – Ms Ritchie in the Primary, Mr Shearer - English Department, Mr Bell – Maths Department, Miss Graham – Art Department and Miss Sanaghan – PE Department
AUGUST
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Having launched a brand new course for this session – MER (Managing Environmental Resources) the term got off to an interesting start with a visiting speaker from Waste Awareness, Perth and Kinross Council. The course raises awareness of environmental issues and covers aspects of Biology and Geography, it has proved a popular choice with 10 pupils choosing to take it this year.
The Business Studies department embarked on a year long ‘Share4Schools’ project whereby S5 pupils were given money to invest in the stock market, a total of £1500 - £750 from the sponsoring organizers and £750 from the school.

The Home Economics Department hosted a return visit by Ken Hett from the Glasgow Metropolitan College, who taught S5 pupils professional knife skills and demonstrated vegetable cuts.
Our Silver Duke of Edinburgh group took to the Cairngorms for their practice expedition – the weather was fair and the 2 night [image: image3.wmf]trek took place with very little incident, other than loosing a member of staff on Day 2!

Our new P1 pupils settled in to their new routines and quickly hosted a Parent’s Open Morning for parents to come in and see the work they had been doing. Science for the Primary pupils is being taught by Miss Ireland, Teacher of Science from the Secondary school for this session.
SEPTEMBER

This month saw 39 S4 pupils and 4 members of staff off on a very successful and memorable excursion to the World War 1 Battlefields in Belgium and France. The Guidance Department stayed closer to home and took S5 pupils to a Higher Education Convention at Stirling University.

The Home Economics and the Business Studies Department hosted a Business Enterprise Conference which was linked to Adam Smith College, Fife; the aim being to use locally available resources to feed the indigenous population, thus combining shrewd business practice with culinary imagination.
S3 Intermediate 1 Hospitality pupils entered The British Food Fortnight competition which involved using local, seasonal food to prepare a [image: image4.wmf]3 course meal. Ours was one of the winning schools having impressed the judges with a mouthwatering menu of Smoked Haddock Risotto, Chicken Pie with Vegetable followed by Berry Shortcakes.

The Primary Department had its first House Challenge and also hosted a Curriculum for Excellence Open Evening. The Cluster Primary schools were involved in a Football Festival which was held here at the school and P7 pupils started their Cycling Proficiency[image: image5.wmf] Training. On the other side of the world, Mrs Webb, Primary Teacher, who was taking part in a Teacher Exchange programme, was married in Adelaide, Australia, and returns later in the year as Mrs Barton.
OCTOBER

P3 and P4 pupils performed a Harvest Festival Service at the Parish Church, and S6 pupils took part in a teambuilding activity day with the RAF.
Paul Devonshire, Head Chef at Gleneagles, came to work with the S5/6 Intermediate 2 Hospitality pupils and S4 pupils on the Early Education and Childcare Course took part in the Real Care Baby[image: image6.wmf] Programme which involved them taking home a virtual baby for 3 nights. An interesting and thought provoking project.
S3 pupils took part in a whole day interdisciplinary event entitled ‘Conflict and Resolution’ whereby visiting speakers, agencies and staff led a series of workshops to explore issues relating to personal, local and global conflict, and sought to show ways in which such conflicts could be resolved.

S5/6 pupils on the Higher Media Studies Course visited the Children’s Film Festival at Dundee Contemporary Arts Centre. Pupils in P5JS and P5/6G had a busy time – they took part in the Tayside Police Wildlife Crime Project and also produced an Assembly for the whole primary school – ‘An A to Z of Bangladesh and Scotland’.
NOVEMBER

We start on a sad note this month with the news that Mrs Val MacFarlane, Principal Teacher – Support for Learning passed away. Mrs MacFarlane had worked at the school with absolute dedication to her department for 19 years and is sadly missed by both staff and pupils alike.

St Andrew’s Day of Dance took place at Bell’s Sports Centre for P5 pupils. P5 pupils also started their swimming block and P3 pupils were invited along to the Auchterarder Library to meet the author – Frank Rodger. Pupils from P7 went to the Home Economics Department to prepare and cook a Chinese stir fry and P3/4 pupils held their own Mini Olympics. 
Our Senior Maths pupils were put through their paces this month with the UK Senior Maths Challenge. James Thouless S6 achieved Gold and qualified for the British Mathematical Olympiad; Sarah Langlands S6 and Ryan Simpson S5 were awarded Silver and qualifying for Bronze were Matthew Gordon S5 and Andrew Robertson S5. Two teams, comprising of mainly S1 pupils[image: image7.wmf] were entered for the Kids’ Lit Quiz which was held at Kilsyth Academy.
Rohan Beyts and Curtis Boyne, both S2, took part in the First Round of the Law Society Debating Competition at Glenalmond College and S3 Art pupils created a Mural Painting on canvas for Conflict Resolution Day. Paul Devonshire, Chef at Gleneagles Hotel, paid a return visit to our Intermediate 2 pupils, teaching them the art of Viennese Pastry making and how to make homemade mincemeat. S3 Intermediate 1 Hospitality pupils made and decorated Christmas cakes [image: image8.wmf]for the Christmas Fair – which later sold …….. like hot cakes, whilst S5/6 Intermediate 2 pupils made Gingerbread families which were similarly popular.
Joshua Rowe S5 was presented with a Young Scot Achiever’s Award at Perth Concert Hall following his selection to train for the Olympics in his sport – Boccia. We wish him well. Ross Brown and Daniel Morrison both S6 were selected to play football for the Perth and Kinross Regional Squad and played in the Inter-Area Championship. A well done to the S1 and S2 Boy’s Rugby team who won both the Scottish League and Scottish Cup.
DECEMBER

The month got off to a great start for pupils from P4 to P6 pupils being treated to a visit by the very entertaining author, Andy Stanton, of Mr Gum fame. He held the children’s rapt attention for over an hour and then drew wonderfully silly pictures in the books that he signed for them. This event was a prize to us – the winning school – following the success of the Book Swap which we held at the end of last session to raise money for Friends of the Earth.
S5 pupils attended Safe Drive/Stay Alive event for prospective drivers. As ever, this was a thought provoking event attended by all schools within Perth and Kinross and takes place at Bell’s Sports Centre.
Olivia Strydom S6 and Curtis Boyne S2 attended a Law Society Debate at Morrison’s Academy. Glasgow Science Centre visited the school providing a ‘hands on’ workshop for Primary pupils and the Primary Department held another House Challenge. Nursery pupils, together with parents and staff braved the inclement weather to take part in the BBC Tree O’Clock attempt to plant a[image: image9.wmf] world record number of trees in one hour by planting a willow tree in the Nursery Garden. 
A welcome addition to the sports facilities was a new fitness room which was well used by pupils over the winter months and is available for use by members of staff and members of the public outwith class times.
The U15 and U18 Girl’s Rugby Teams had an excellent year - their first achievement was both winning their National Merit Leagues, outstanding for such new teams. The Inter Schools Outdoor[image: image10.wmf] Hockey Tournament was won by the Auchterarder team - another newly formed but very keen school sports team.
S2 pupils designed mini celebration cakes in Art and then transferred these designs into the real thing in Home Economics. The cakes were then judged and the competition winners were Ellis Hill, Kyle McLeish and Shannon-Leah McNamara. 14 members of staff met during their lunch breaks to make and decorate Christmas cakes. The local bakery shop – Sugar and Spice – displayed two of the Christmas cakes that had been produced by the S5/6 Intermediate 2 Creative Cake Production class, and this same class, together with S3 Hospitality pupils made truffles and shortbread to serve at the Christmas concert.
Much fun was had by pupils and staff as Mr Shearer, English Teacher, decided to put his musical talents (does anyone remember ‘Octopus’?) to good use and produce a totally original hit single – ‘Christmas Believes in You’. Pupils wrote the lyrics and the Recording Club, under the watchful eye of Mr Shearer, produced the final single.
Dr Marshall, Physics Teacher, cut a dash in the newspapers, both national[image: image11.wmf] and local, with his three year old fully decorated, but, now, rather brown, looking fir tree. 
Christmas parties were enjoyed by our Nursery, Primary and Secondary pupils, there were Hymns in the Hall for Primary pupils and the Music Department produced a beautifully seasonal concert at Auchterarder Parish Church – The Spirit of Christmas.
At the end of term the Primary school, especially P1O, bade a fond farewell to Miss Oomans who returned to Australia at the end of the one year Teacher Exchange programme.

JANUARY

Mrs Barton (nee Webb) returned to meet her new P1 class and Mrs Guthrie, Primary Teacher, together with Ms Khanam, Principal Teacher of Business Education, Mrs Findlay, Principal Teacher of Home Economics and Mrs Rose, Headteacher, Dunning Primary School headed off to Bangladesh as part of the Connecting Classrooms project that our cluster is involved with. This is a 3 year project and the first year’s theme is ‘Getting to Know You’.
To celebrate Burns Day the Burns Poetry competition got underway with classes from Nursery to S2 taking part; the overall winner was Elizabeth MacRae P5. Pupils enjoyed a Burns supper style lunch followed by country dancing in the afternoon.

Pupils in P3/4PG had lessons in the art of playing chess and P1s were treated to a Road Safety Magic Show.

At the Sakura Regional Judo Championships, Ryan Doris P6, Euan McGhee S1 and [image: image12.wmf]Corey Doris P3 won Silver medals, Liam Doris S1 won a Gold medal, Strachan Clark P7 won a Gold and a Bronze medal and Leon Munce S1 won a Gold medal and a Trophy. At the Perth and Kinross/Scottish Karate Open Euan McGhee S1 and Jamie Wedderburn S1 both won Bronze and Arran Williams S2 was awarded Gold. The Senior Boys Basketball team reached the semi finals of the Scottish Cup and both Lisa Mackie S5 and Ben Warrington were selected to play basketball for the Scotland National team.
Jen Wither S4 and Miranda Radley S3 took part in the First Round of the ESU Mace Debating Competition at Morrison’s Academy, and the Second Round of the Law Society Debating Competition saw Miranda Radley and Curtis Boyne S3 debating ‘a unilateral reduction in EU carbon emissions’ at Glanalmond College. 

The RAF hosted a day of Team Building activities for S5 pupils, and S2 pupils looked at the differences in lifestyle and food between Bangladesh and Scotland as part of the Connecting Classrooms project.

Pupils responded magnificently to the Haiti Appeal raising £1173 towards the cost of sending shelter boxes to areas stricken by the devastating[image: image13.wmf] earthquake. Dr Marshall braved the appalling weather and took part in the Strathpuffer 24 Hour Cycle race raising money for the Duke of Edinburgh equipment fund.
FEBRUARY

This month 32 French and German pupils took a very memorable trip to the German town of Aachen which is just across the border from Belgium; the trip included a visit to the Carnival at Cologne. There was also a trip for secondary pupils from all year groups, to the French ski slopes of Les Menuires. 
[image: image14.wmf]Head Boy Ross Brown, who is also a senior cadet in the Black Watch, was selected from cadets all over the UK to represent cadets at the 150th anniversary of the founding of the Army Cadet Force. Ross was invited to a reception at Buckingham Palace in the presence of Her Majesty the Queen.

Secondary pupils took part in the UK Intermediate Maths Challenge – Matthew Mosley S4 doing particularly well by achieving Gold in this challenge and then going on to receive a Merit in the European Pink Kangaroo Competition. Silver Awards went to Ciaran Anderson S5; Angelo Salazar, Claire Mercer, Katie MacFadyen, Lewis Walker all S4; Cameron Nelson, Heather Shankland and Alan Archibald from S3. A further eight S4 pupils and three S3 pupils were awarded Bronze certificates.
P6 pupils worked hard on their routines for the Creative Day of Dance at Perth Concert Hall, and pupils in P1 – P3 took part in a Gymnastics Festival[image: image15.wmf] for the cluster which took place in the Gymnastics Hall at TCSoA. P5 pupils took a trip to the Fergusson Art Gallery and to Perth Museum and Art Gallery, and pupils in P4 started their ten week swimming block at Crieff.
The school celebrated Health and Well Being Week during February with various healthy activities going on throughout the school. S1 pupils particularly enjoyed the Blind Food Tasting at S1 club – trying to identify various healthy foods whilst blind folded.

Paul Devonshire, Gleneagles Hotel, demonstrated how to cook very fresh fish (as in live!) to S3 Intermediate 1 pupils, and they were all able to taste such delicacies as Lobster Thermadore [image: image16.wmf]and oysters. The class then visited the kitchens and dining rooms at the hotel. Alistair Radbourne, Scottish and Southern Energy came in to school to talk to S4 Physics pupils about the physics of electrical power distribution.

Pupils from all classes were involved with another fund-raising initiative – ‘Thanks For Life’ - which aims to eradicate polio throughout the world. Nursery and Primary pupils took part in a Scavenger Hunt and Sponsored Walk and Secondary pupils wore purple to show their support for this excellent cause.  This awareness and fund raising event was organized in conjunction with the Rotary Club of Auchterarder and was supported by the World Health Organisation. £1500 was raised for this cause.
Despite the continuing bad [image: image30.wmf]weather the Perth and Kinross Cross Country took place at Scone Palace. A notable performance was put on by Conner McLaren S2 who was fastest boy in his age group for the whole of Perthshire. The S1 Boys also won the team event for their age group.

MARCH

There was much activity in school this month as preparations were made for the visit of five visiting head teachers from Bangladesh. This followed the visit of teachers from our cluster to the Khulna region in south west Bangladesh in January. Despite another deluge of snow our visitors made it to Auchterarder and were entertained by pupils throughout the school to a Bangla Evening when pupils demonstrated their knowledge of Bangladeshi culture, religion[image: image17.wmf] and environment by producing an eclectic evening of dance, drama, fashion, food and art. There were about 300 people in attendance – parent, teachers, British Council representatives, Perth and Kinross Council representatives. A huge success all round.
Upper Primary pupils took full advantage of the snow and headed off to the slopes of Glenshee to try their hand at skiing on the ‘white stuff’. P4 pupils led an assembly about St Patrick and the shamrock. Primary 7 pupils went away for four days to Nethy Bridge – a new venue for our P7 Residential stay - and had a wonderful time taking full advantage of all the indoor and outdoor facilities.
The Fair City P6 and P7 Chess Final was won by Auchterarder whose team[image: image18.wmf] consisted of Strachan Clark P7, Findlay Nelson P7, Beth Langlands P5 and Alistair Reid P4. This was a fantastic achievement for such a young team.
S2 pupils witnessed the mock trial and hanging of a witch during a visit to A K Bell Library to hear the horror genre author William Hussey speak about his new book. S3 Business Studies pupils together with S3 Computing pupils attended a Business Enterprise Conference which looked at business needs and solutions through a variety of interesting challenges.
To ‘celebrate’ World Book Day there was a murder in the Learning Resource Centre and pupils from P6 together with their parents and teachers were invited to an evening with the author Tony Bonning at the local Auchterarder Library. Pupils in P6 and P7 were able to show off their rugby skills at a Rugby Festival for the cluster; congratulations to the winning team – Auchterarder Crusaders. The Primary School took part in their 3rd House Challenge. The [image: image19.wmf]Girl’s Football team took part in the first ever Perth and Kinross Girl’s Football League.
The Rotary Club of Auchterarder held the Young Musician of the Year Award at the school and winners were as follows:- Novice – Erin Law S2; Grade 3/4 – Lucy Ross; Grade 5/6 Cameron Nelson; Grade 7/8 Matthew Gordon.

Another successful year at Perform in Perth with First places being awarded to Elementary Brass Ensemble P6 pupils; Matthew Gordon S5, Advanced Tenor Sax Solo; Claire Sneddon S6, Advanced Oboe Solo; Siobhan McKillop S3, Transitional Clarinet; Josh Watters S4, Inter Clarinet Solo; Mark Watt P6, Beginner’s Violin Solo; Freya Carmichael P6, Beginner’s Violin Solo; TCSoA String Quartet, Intermediate Small Ensemble; Benjamin Douglas P7, Elementary Trombone;[image: image20.wmf] Sophie McKillip P7, Transitional Cornet Solo;  Siobhan McKillop S3, Inter Trombone Solo; William Coulter S1, Transitional Tuba Solo; James Donaldson S3, Advanced Tuba – a total of 13 First places, 15 Second places and 12 Third places. 
At the Scottish Open Karate Championship in Glasgow, Euan McGhee S1, Kyle McLeish S2 and Lewis McKillop were all awarded medals. Our team – Matthew Jenkins S1, Alec Sloan S1, Ellis Hill S2 and Duncan Wither S2 - came sixth in the UK Maths Team Challenge Regional Final.
The secondary school Chess Championship reached its conclusion - the winner of the Junior Competition was Callum White S1 and the winner of the Senior Competition was Jordan Philpott S6.
APRIL

P1 pupils planted seeds to grow herbs, flowers and vegetables for the Langtoon in June Summer fair. Mrs Irvine, Acting Principal Teacher, Support for Learning had a beautiful spring wedding and Mrs Sutherland, Reprographics Department, became a fully fledged First Responder – the only one in the Auchterarder distrct. 
Ben Warrington S6 was selected for the Scotland U18 Basketball Team and will be heading off to Tel Aviv to play in the European Championships at the end of July. The school Golf Tournament took place at Auchterarder Golf Course – Scratch Winner was Josh Roy 3T, Handicap Winner was Cameron McAree S6 and the Ladies Trophy went to Kathryn Robertson S5. The U15 Girl’s Rugby Team won the Scottish Cup at Murrayfield and the U18 Girl’s Rugby Team were semi-finalists in the same competition.
S3 English pupils submitted entries for the Perth and Kinross Word Fest poetry Competition with the title ‘Caring for our Past, Looking to the Future’. Miranda Radley and Caitlin Fleming-Knox won the Secondary category and The Community [image: image21.wmf]School of Auchterarder won the Word Fest Cup in recognition of the quality of its entries.
S3 RME pupils organized an Easter Extravaganza coffee morning for staff to raise funds for CHAS and Marie Curie Cancer Fund. At the end of April P6 pupils and S1 pupils were invited to take part in Take Your Child to Work Day. 
MAY

Pupils from the Music Department performed a lunchtime concert as part of the Festival of the Arts in Perth and S1 pupils were asked to create and produce a healthy soup for the school canteen.
The UK Junior Maths Challenge saw Gold Certificates for the following pupils:- Andrew Weir, Lewis Dickson, Duncan Wither and Adam Streets all S2 and Callum White, Matthew Jenkins and Alec Sloan from S1. Andrew Weir qualified for the UK Junior Mathematical Olympiad. Silver Certificates went to S2 pupils:- Kirsty Robertson, Ellis Hill, Aaron MacDonald, Lucy Grindall and Madelein Milburn and Bronze went to S2 pupils:- James MacFadyen and Zoe Harris and S1 pupils Michael McArthur, Nathan Mosley, Kirsty Reid, Andrew Wilkie, Ben Hagan and Heather Wighton.
Pupils in P4 and P5 took part in a Games Festival whereby volunteers from local sports clubs came along to give pupils taster sessions in sports that[image: image22.wmf] they might not have tried before, such as tennis, golf, judo, bowling and rugby. P6 pupils were trained up as Playground Buddies and P5 pupils undertook a research topic on the World Cup countries; a beekeeper came to visit pupils in P1. There were various trips to Butterfly World in Edinburgh and the Bannockburn Heritage Centre and Wallace Monument and one of the weeks this month was designated as ‘Walk to School Week’. 
The ‘Shares4Schools’ challenge which started at the beginning of the session made a slight profit, about £50, by the end of the project and it was agreed by all who took part that the experiences gained in share trading were invaluable. The U15 Girl’s Rugby Team won the Gala Sevens and a number of girls from both the U15s and U18 will be attending trials with a view to being selected for the National Team. A major item on the school calendar this month was the Malawi Summit at Gleneagles Hotel which was organized by Dr Marshall, Teacher of Physics. Pupils walked to the hotel (as the Malawians would) and then showcased various presentations comparing aspects of life in Malawi and Scotland.
