This year, pupils worked towards the John Muir Discovery Award, 

discovering and exploring the Cairngorm National Park, learning about conservation and sharing their experiences 

with others. The John Muir Award is an environmental award that   

encourages people to connect, enjoy and care for wild places through 

a structured yet adaptable scheme. The Award is not competitive but 

challenges each participant. Taking part develops an understanding of, 

and responsibility for, a chosen wild  place or places.  

Band Hero Transition Project 

Just before the October Holidays S1 pupils gathered to prepare the final showcase day of the Band Hero Interdisciplinary 
Transition Project. The project began during P7 last session in each of the cluster schools. Pupils practised with Xbox 
gaming consoles, created Rock Star alter egos, and communicated using GLOW (the national education intranet) to 
choose a play list of songs.
